Who owns South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands?

The United Kingdomclaimed sovereignty over South Georgia in 1775 and the South Sandwich Islands in

1908. The territory of &quot;South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands&quot; was formed in 1985; 

previously,it had been governed as part of the Falkland Islands Dependencies.

The parts of the islands that are not permanently covered in snow or ice are part of the Scotia Sea Islands

What happened to South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands?

In 1985,South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands ceased to be administered as a Falkland Islands

Dependency and became a separate territory. The King Edward Point base,which had become a small military

garrison after the Falklands War,returned to civilian use in 2001 and is now operated by the British Antarctic

Survey.

With 11 main islands and several smaller islets, the South Sandwich Islands are also part of the South Georgia

British Overseas Territory, despite lying around over 700-kilometres southeast. Volcanic in origin, this island
