Can solar energy replace fossil fuels on Pitcairn Island?

Pitcairn's authorities have launched a renewable energy project designed to replace fossil fuels with solar

energy. The goal is to replace 95%of the current diesel consumption on Pitcairn Island (75,000 liters per year)

with a combination of energy saving and solar electricity through the installation of a hybrid photovoltaic solar

energy system.

 

How many islands are in the Pitcairn Islands?

The Pitcairn Islands form the southeasternmost extension of the geological archipelago of the Tuamotus of

French Polynesia,and consist of four islands: Pitcairn Island,Oeno Island (atoll with five islets,one of which is

Sandy Island),Henderson Island and Ducie Island (atoll with four islets).
