Why did North Korea change the time zone?

On 30 April 2018,the Supreme People's Assembly of North Korea issued a decree about changing the time

zone in North Korea as a further step in unifying Korea and eliminating differences between the South and

North.  The time zone change was applied at 23:30 on 4 May 2018 (UTC+08:30).
