With a capacity of 7.5 MWp, the Mubuga solar power plant provides up to 10% of Burundi''s electricity,

according to Gigawatt Global. The Dutch IPP also estimates that the plant is capable of supplying 87,600

Burundians. It also represents the largest international private investment in Burundi''s electricity sector in

nearly 30 years.
